Levels of Accreitation
Businesses have the opportunity to meet, in chronological order, one or all of the three levels of Accreditation.
Each level specifies particular requirements that a business needs to meet. Certificates of Accreditation that

Level 1tCompliance  This level is the basic entry requirement into the Green Stamp Plus Accreditation
program. The environmental criteria in this level estaldsthat businesses hold afelevant permits and
licenses and are operating in a manner that meets all legislative requirements. The criteria detailed in Level 1
have been designed to incorporate other important consideratioantained within relevant industry Codes

of Practte. Plase note that achievingevel 1 t Compliance does not grant your business Accreditation.
Accreditation is only awded to businesses that achielevel 2 t BeyondComplianceas a minimum

Level 2tBeyond Compliance  Businesses must achieve the Level 1 requirements plus demonstrate that
they have moved beyond compliance to incorporate a minimum number of sound environmental
management practices into their dag-day operations. This could include the recycling of paltér wastes,

use of less toxichemicals, inclusion of more efficient systems that minimise resource use, emergency spill kits
or energysaving devicesTwelve (12 criteriain the Level 2 t Beyond Compliancehecklist must bechieved

to earn this levebf Accreditation.

Level 3tBest Practice This is the toplevel of Acreditation. It is based on the principle of continual
improvement and requires businessto develop and implement an Environmental Managemedan o help
monitor and review their cusnt practices and set objectives or targets for furthepnmvement.Four (4)in
the Level 3 t Best Practiceehecklist must be achieved to earn this level of accreditation.
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
